In the details...

The banner to the left of the chancel represents the liturgical season known as Ordinary Time.
“Ordinary” is not to connote “mundane,” but refers rather to the counting of the days using ordinal
numbers (first, second, third, etc.). The whole of the church year can be understood to be an annu-
al rehearsal of the history of salvation as seen in the birth, life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ
to new life. Ordinary Time consists of those days outside of the major festival seasons of Advent,
Christmas, Lent and Easter. This is the time when scriptures about Jesus’ life and ministry are read
in worship, when our life in the church is marked by spiritual growth, which gives reason for the
color of ordinary time (green for growth).

In the banner, the Alpha (A) and Omega (Q) are the first and last letters, respectively, of the
Greek alphabet (the original language of the New Testament). Taken together, they represent God’s
sacred time which spans between the beginning of time at creation and the ending of time at the
consummation of all that is. Jesus said, “I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the
beginning and the end” (Revelation 22:13). Chronos, secular, human time is designated by the sun-
dial.

The blue “living water hearts” first appeared at our Pentecost festival, and then in worship over the
following several weeks. Through prayer, young and old poured their hearts and hopes for disci-
pleship over them. They now line the chancel wall, filled with these prayers and our commitment
to live out our baptism in ways as varied as we are. These hearts flow from the empty cross to the
windows which open onto a world into which we are sent to be God'’s love and serve others. May
they embolden us to “walk wet” as Christ’s hands and feet for our world in need.

“I’'ve Been Wondering...”
What if | feel moved to receive Communion, but am not baptized?
The Lord’s Supper and Baptism are inseparable. If you feel called by the Holy Spirit to meet Christ
in Communion, we believe that you are also being called to Baptism. We will not turn anyone
away from the Lord’s Table, but we do invite you to speak to the pastor or a member of the Session
about Baptism as soon as possible.
